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INTRODUCTION 

The TMZ is a 2-Double EoL zone expansion module that can be used for zone expansion, if the full number of 
Keypads/Tag Readers with zones available is not used. TMZs must be addressed in the Tag Reader sequence (NOT as 
a ZEM) and enabled in the “Assigning Keypads and Tag Readers” menu. A useful extra feature of the TMZ is that it can 
provide an Area Sounder output. 

Double Pole wiring can only be used if the control panel is in 2K2 (tamper) and 4K7 (alarm) wiring mode.

ADDRESS Dip switches to address the expander to 
the control panel (see last page) 

OK 
Once addressed and assigned, the OK 
LED will flash green indicating that the 
RS485 bus has found it.    

FAULT 

If the expander hasn’t been addressed or 
assigned properly then The FAULT LED 
will flash RED indicting a fault on the 
RS485 bus.

ADDRESSING 

The expanders are addressed using the DIP switches onboard. After changing the address of the expander you must 
press the RESET button to reinitialise the device. 

Switches should be slid towards the On or Off position as shown in the following table:

PROGRAMMING 

TMZs must be addressed as a Tag reader in the Tag Reader sequence (NOT as a ZEM) and enabled in the “Assign 
Keypads and Tag Readers” menu. The areas selected in the “Set Point In” menu will determine for which areas the TMZ 
sounder output will follow. 

It is possible for an engineer to customise the volume levels on the TMZ-2. The two potentiometers on the TMZ-2 
(labelled RV1 and RV2) controls and overrides the volume set in the software (via the function 'Volume Control'). 

RV1 controls all volumes that are programmed in the Engineer Menu as levels 1-3. If for example the 'entry' volume is 
set at 2 in the software, then this can be adjusted to 'silent' by turning the potentiometer anti-clockwise at the TMZ (the 
volume will still be at level 2 at the keypads and all other internal sounders). The test button at the bottom of RV1 can be 
used to test the volume is suitable at any time.  

RV2 controls all volumes that are programmed in the Engineer Menu as levels 4-6. If for example the 'exit' volume is set 
at 6 in the software, then this can be adjusted to be quieter by turning the potentiometer anti-clockwise at the TMZ (the 
volume will still be at level 6 at the keypads and all other internal sounders). The test button at the left of RV2 can be 
used to test the volume is suitable at any time.  

Any volume that is set at level 7 will not be able to be adjusted at the TMZ. The “Volume Control” option within the 
panel’s engineer menu will also affect the overall volume of the TMZ. 

Level 0: Silent 

Level 1: Silent, with a beep at the end of entry/exit time to confirm 

Levels 2-7: Graduated volume level with 2 being the quietest and 7 being the loudest. 

NOTE: Pressing the buttons will not generate the test tone unless the TMZ is programmed into the system.
